Purpose of study

Thai language forms an important part of the identity of the nation. The study of Thailand’s
historical and cultural heritage, through the language, enhances the understanding of what
it is to be Thai, and/or live in Thailand, and it helps to preserve Thai values. We consider the
study of Thai language, culture, and history an essential element of an education in
Thailand for students who speak Thai as a first language, as a second language or as a
foreign language.

Aims

1. To be capable of reading, writing, listening, and speaking efficiently, using the language
appropriately in different situations.

2. To foster a love of reading and writing in Thai.

3. To develop an understanding of Thai culture and its history, and key historical events.
4. To be able to engage in a search for knowledge using the Thai language.

5. To be able to develop the understanding of relationships between the language and
culture, occupation, sociality, and daily life.

Learning Standards
Reading: to build knowledge and to develop thinking skills for decision-making and
problem solving.

Writing: To create communicative essays, summarise, and write stories in different forms.
To create reports based on key information.

Listening and speaking: To be able to listen to, understand and discuss, a range of
subjects and topics, expressing knowledge, opinions, and feelings effectively.

Thai Culture and History: To Understand and communicate an appreciation of Thai cultural
history, and the culture and history of Thai dynasties and their kings, from Sukhothai to
present day. To be able to show understanding of and communicate confidently about the
cultural and historical importance of the four capitals of Thailand.
